When I calculate this number. I add the full birthdate across. For 
example: April 6th, 1973 becomes 0+4+0+6+1+9+7+3=30. This number 
is over 21. Therefore, I add and reduce to a single digit. 30=3+0=3. My 
Life’s Journey Card is the Empress card.

 



Positive Energy card

When I calculate this number. I add the birthdate to the number 9. For 
example: April 6th, 1973=3+9=12. Since this number is 21 or under, we 
do not reduce. My Positive Energy card is the Hanged Man card.

With this number, 1,2,&3 already have their Challenge card

Numbers 4-8, I add the number of the two cards. For example: 4 is card 
4 & card 13. Which = 17, the star card.

Number 9, I divide by 3 and then add 9. 9/3=3+9=12 the Hanged Man.

With this number I add the current year to the month and day of birth.

2+0+2+4+0+4+0+6=18. Again, this number is 21 or under, so I leave it 
as is.

My personal year card is the world card.
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
